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2023 Napa Valley Cabernet Sauvignon

Vintage Notes

The winter and spring months of 2023 brought critically-needed rainfall to the Napa Valley, which replenished the watershed and brought the region out of drought conditions. Due to the ample groundwater, various stages of growth such as bud break and flowering were protracted by several weeks, which resulted in a long growing season and later harvest. Consistent summer heat and minimal heat spikes allowed for slow and undisturbed fruit ripening, allowing us to pick at the optimal moment for flavor and age-worthiness in the bottle. The 2023 vintage is being described as one of the most iconic in recent decades.

Tasting Notes
As Peter Paul Wines is focused on Chardonnay and Pinot Noir from Sonoma County, we tend to produce our Napa Valley Cabernet Sauvignon only every other year. We couldn’t be more thrilled about the 2023 vintage of this wine, which is the latest release since the 2021. Using fruit sourced primarily from the iconic, high-elevation, and treacherous growing area of Pritchard Hill, this wine is concentrated and fit for extended aging. The boquet boasts notes of blackberry and raspberry, lavender, and damp earth, punctuated by subtle notes of graphite and damp volcanic soil. The midpalate is broad and sumptuous, enveloped by mature tannins and well-integrated acidity that is ideal for bottle aging. Highly expressive yet balanced, this wine is noteworthy for its soft texture and particularly long finish.
